The sponsors were the Secretary of State Department, a Senate Committee, Ontario Government, Canadian Folk Arts Council, Canadian Ethnic Press Federation and Canadian Council of Christians and Jews. This was the first conference of ethnic groups in Canadian history. It received wide publicity and had a strong influence on future federal government policy which subsequently endorsed multiculturalism in 1971 as did the Parliamentary Committee on the Constitution of Canada in 1972.
